Choose one of the following questions to answer in a one-page essay.  Follow MLA format.  You may focus on one reading selection to illustrate your ideas or you may compare several of the works you read to answer your chosen question.  This essay counts as a test grade.

1) Describe the effects of changes in the publishing industry on the structure of the Victorian novel.

2) Compare the treatment of female characters in Gothic novels with that of female characters in Victorian novels and poetry.

3) Compare the themes of the picturesque and the imagination in Victorian poetry with the use of these same themes in Romantic poetry.

4) Compare and contrast turn-of-the-twentieth-century literatures from France and England.
