Answer the following question in at least fifty words:

Explain the phenomenon of American literary ex-patriotism and identify the elements of this literary moment in the work of, among other writers, Ernest Hemingway.

Unit Four: Discussion Question Three (Participation Grade)

Answer the following question in at least fifty words:

Explain how poets of this period used the genre of poetry to process the violence of war.

Unit Four: Quiz One (Quiz Grade)
Answer in at least fifty words the following question:

Provide an account of the emergence and development of jazz during the modern era.

Answer the following question in at least fifty words:

DIRECTIONS:  

Choose one of the following questions to answer in a one-page essay.  Follow MLA format.  You may focus on one reading selection to illustrate your ideas or you may compare several of the works you read to answer your chosen question.  This essay counts as a test grade.

1) Explain and identify the major tenets, preoccupations, and defining characteristics of a number of sub-movements within modern art and literature including Imagism, Vorticism, the Avant-Garde, Futurism, Cubism, and Dadaism.

2) Account for and explain the significance of the effect of the Great War on modern consciousness, subjectivity, and aesthetics.

3) Compare and contrast Edwardian and Georgian England and account for the similarities and differences between the early and late War poets.
